3. Cultural Council Membership.

4. Grant Cycle FY21
- Applications open Oct 1 and close Nov 16. Becky will send out a press release.
- Updated priorities for FY21: prioritizing events that can be held safely (online, outdoors and distanced, etc.) Dick and Robin will finalize the language and publicize it. 

5. Grant Cycle FY20
· Some grant recipients still have not responded to our request for more information. Members should follow up with the people for whom they are the contact person.

6. Presentation by Amy Diehl, South Hadley Coalition for Anti-Racism and Equity (CARE)
- CARE did a fundraiser to support BIPOC in the arts community. They raised $1280, and donated half to library to buy books by BIPOC; half to SHCC to support arts endeavors by BIPOC artists.
- SHCC unanimously passed a motion to accept the donation of $640.
- SHCC unanimously passed a motion to match the donation with $640 of our own funds.
- Dick will check with MA Cultural Council to see how we can incorporate this donation into our funds. Even if we can’t add it to the grant fund, we can add it into the SHCC account and use it to fund additional grants.

7. Update on Music and Arts South Hadley (MASH) by Ira Brezinsky
- MASH is a great existing organization; 501c3 status renewed this year. Currently dormant; needs active people to do things with it.
