This grant round will provide commercial businesses,
nonprofits, and commercial property owners in South Hadley Falls with financial support
for the enhancement of small businesses through reimbursable grants up to $1,500.

Funding Availability & Eligible Activities
Applicants to the program may apply for a reimbursement for eligible project costs of up to
$1,500. Eligible activities and costs include:

e Building fagcade improvements including:
o Window replacements
Exterior painting, including murals on the street facing side of the building
Signage
Exterior lighting
Streetscaping i.e. window boxes/planters, outdoor furniture, etc.
Repairs of the exterior fagade of the building
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e Improvements that support business entrepreneurship, sustainability and growth

Applications are being accepted on a rolling basis, and funding awarded to eligible projects
on a first come, first served basis. Allwork must be completed within 60 days of grant
award.

Property owners of commercial buildings and nonprofit and commercial business owners
located in South Hadley Falls.

Elements of a building facade that may be eligible for grant funding:

Parapet o
The parapet is an extension of /
the wall at the edge of aroof.

Upper Windows
Windows located on storias
abova the first floor.

Sign Lighting
Lighting intended to Hluminate the
sign efements within the sign band.

Awning

An awning provides pedestrian
protection from sun and rain, while
also providing shade for the interior
of the storefront. It can also contain
signage or other graphic elements.

Pilaster

Pilasters are architectural details
used to give the appearance of a
structural support or articulate the

extent of a wall.

Entry Door

The primary storefront entrance located

Cornice

The cornice Is an important architectural
element of a bullding and helps define
the top of the buliding.
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Projecting/Blade Sign

A sign which projects from the building
and Is located near the primary entrance
of the business entry.

Sign Band

The area above the first floor
storefront windows and below the
windows of the second floor. Thisis an
area where a sign is placed.

Transom Windows

Windows located above the storefront
widows ot enley door. May be lucated
behind awning.

Display Windows

Windows located on the first floor storefront
that provide views of the storefront interior,
Craative storefront designs can be used to
showcase store items.

Knee Walls

The knee wall supports the display windows
and allows for easy viewing of merchandise
from the intetior of the storefront.

A facade improvement program is an important economic development tool that
encourages property owners and business owners to improve their building storefronts.
Exterior improvements to buildings in a commercial district can lead to revitalization of

commercial areas and help small businesses improve visibility and curb appeal and attract

more customers.
